General Information about the AB Fund

· The AB fund is open to all projects and campaigns but applications must be made through their respective national representatives i.e. projects must apply through their national committee, campaigns must apply through their national co-ordinator.  

· Branches, alumni and conference organisers are not allowed to apply.  

· The AB fund is worth £2000 per year.  This equally divided between projects and campaigns (£1000 each) and allocated over four rounds during the year.  Therefore, at each round of the AB fund, there is £250 available for projects and £250 available for campaigns.  
· The deadlines for the four annual rounds of the AB fund will be based around the dates of the AGA, National Conference, SGA and Global Health Conference.  However, the exact deadlines, to be decided by the national committee, will vary each year depending on the current circumstances.  

· Money left in one half of the pot (either the projects or campaigns side) after all the applications have been reviewed should be transferred to the other half of the pot for that round.  For example, if only 1 successful project applies and wins £150, then the remaining £100 in the projects pot should be carried over the campaigns pot, making their pot £350 for that round.  
· If, however, that transferred money is not fully used up in that round, or there is money left in both projects and campaigns pots in any one round, then that money is not carried over to the next round of applications and the pots for the next round remain at £250 for both projects and campaigns respectively.  

· The maximum amount that any one applicant can apply for is £250 and the minimum is £25.  

· Winning applicants are obliged to complete an AB fund evaluation form within a month of using the money they were awarded.  

· Applications will not be considered if they are to fund food, drink, social events, transportation costs or conference attendance unless there are exceptional circumstances (this will be at the discretion of the national committee).  

· After each round, the top three applications for both projects and campaigns will be awarded funds in reducing amounts (assuming there are at least three applicants and that their applications are of sufficient standard).  The national committee reserve the right not to award funds to a project or campaign, even if there are three or fewer applicants, if the application is not of sufficient standard to be deemed worthy of funding.  
· Applications will be scored by the national committee, ideally within two weeks of the deadline for that round.  The national committee must let all applicants to the AB fund know the outcome of their application, regardless of whether or not it has been successful, and be prepared to offer constructive feedback on the reasons behind their decisions.
