Motions to BMA Medical Students Conference from Medsin
Motion 1:
i) notes that NHS activities contribute a large amount of carbon dioxide amounting to 18 million tonnes per year in England [1]
ii) recognises that the NHS should immediately reduce it's carbon dioxide emissions to help to meet the targets set in the Climate Change Act 2008 to mitigate the effects of climate change,
iii) calls on the BMA to work with the NHS Sustainable Development Unit to support and facilitate all NHS trusts and medical schools to sign up to the 10:10 Campaign before August 2010, 
iv) calls on the BMA to work with the NHS Sustainable Development Unit to actively angage all NHS trusts and medical schools to formulate a publicly accountable, auditable and comprehensive local sustainable development strategy, to be in place before the BMA Annual Representatives Meeting in 2011.

i) notes that NHS activities contribute a large amount of carbon dioxide amounting to over 18 million tonnes per year in England [1] and  5% of all UK road transport emissions are NHS related [2];
ii) recognises that climate change has a significant negative impact on health [3,4];
iii) calls on the BMA to ensure medical students are given adequate incentives and encouragement to walk, cycle, use public transport or car sharing;
iv) calls on the BMA to form a medical student transport working group to look into how the carbon footprint of medical student transport can be reduced, and to work with the Medical Schools Council in implementing sustainable strategies for medical student transport.
